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1. Executive Summary 
1.1. Introduction 
 
Included in this report is a property / building assessment and systems evaluation for a YMCA facility 
located at 400 E. Lincoln Street in Birmingham, Michigan. The facility is located west of Woodward Avenue 
and two to three blocks south of the central Birmingham Business District. The building is currently used 
as a multi-purpose recreational center offering fitness areas, child development spaces, offices, training 
areas and a natatorium.  

 
The building is currently occupied by the YMCA and consists of three levels and a mezzanine totalling 
approx. 43,000 SF. The date of the original building fronting E. Lincoln is circa 1959 with several multi-level 
additions and renovations occurring until the mid 1980’s. The site consists of a 1.52-acre parcel of land 
occupied by the single YMCA building and is located adjacent to the city-owned St. James Park to the 
south of the property.  
 
This property / building assessment and systems evaluation report has been compiled based on multiple 
site visits that have been conducted by the design team since March, 2024. This report documents 
through photos and onsite analysis the existing current conditions of the Architectural, Mechanical, and 
Electrical systems, as relating to the scope of work area for this project. Additionally, the facility has also 
been evaluated from a life safety and American with Disabilities Act (ADA) compliance operations 
evaluation.  
 
This building is being reviewed under the current edition of the Michigan Rehabilitation Code for Existing 
Buildings (MRCEB) which is suited for existing buildings under consideration, in lieu of new construction.  
 
1.2 Overall Condition Summary 
 
The building, being up to 65 years old, is showing normal deterioration and wear/tear due to its age and its 
continued use as a recreation center. Materials and engineering systems have received periodic repair and 
maintenance but overall the facility does have the appearance and condition of an aged facility. The 
building requires additional renovations and upgrades to maintain comfortable and efficient operations. 
Based on multiple surveys submitted as part of this conditions report, the aesthetic character of the 
building also receives non-favorable opinions from the public. 
 
Circulation into and through the facility appears to be a major deterrent to efficient operations. There are 
multiple levels of programmed space that are difficult to navigate to and locate through the limited use of 
main stairs or main corridors. One elevator is present but is not located adjacent to the main entrance or 
near to available handicapped parking spaces. The elevator also does not connect to the upper two floor 
levels. Several exterior glass-framed entrances are not operational due to being located too distant from 
the main reception desk and therefore difficult to monitor. The natatorium is located on the southern 
portion of the facility which is remote from the main entrance and does not have its own entrance as it is 
only accessible through the locker rooms.  
 
Two main stairs connecting to the second floor and down to the natatorium are only assessed through the 
first-floor central gymnasium, which does not allow for a proper means of egress in an emergency. Only 
one main stair serves the basement level, the other stairs are improperly accessed through the locker 
rooms of weight room.  
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Other general building elements which are also not in compliance with building codes are toilet rooms 
(inadequate quantity and most are not ADA compliant), doors and door hardware, dead-end corridors, stair 
widths, and proper means of exiting the building in the case of an emergency. These elements will be 
discussed in more detail in later sections of this report.  
 
Site: 
▪ Overall, the site conditions are in good condition, with a fair condition of the parking lot paving surface. 

Repairs of the parking lots, repair of cracks and applying a sealer coat to the asphalt will lengthen the 
life of the asphalt until a time when the entire lot can be resurfaced.  

▪ Various portions of the concrete walkways have heaved or sunken causing trip hazards to pedestrians. 
Repair walkways as needed to remove trip hazards. Provide joint sealant where sidewalks are adjacent 
to the building. 

▪ Some deterioration of the concrete curbing along Lincoln Street and Floyd Street was observed.  
▪ Staining/deterioration of some paved areas would suggest that storm drainage could be improved.  

 
 
 Building: 

• Overall, the building is in fair condition. Most systems and materials are original or part of the major 
renovations (1959 – mid 1980’s) and are at the extent of their expected lifespan. 

• The building envelope is showing deterioration at fenestration joints, roof edge locations and at grade-
level masonry locations. 

• Original windows and doors are past their expected lifespan and should be replaced  

• Most interior finishes are dated and should be updated 

• As noted in the summary above, the vast amount of space in this facility and the numerous additions 
account for a building that is difficult to navigate as a visitor and difficult to manage properly as a 
building owner. Programmed spaces are located far distant from the reception/office areas and 
therefore difficult to oversee. See also notes under Life Safety category.  

 
 

2. Architectural System Assessment  
2.1 ADA/ Assessibility Assessment 

 
The facility is mostly not ADA compliant. Widespread items that were noted were noncompliant door 
hardware, inadequate clearances at doors and plumbing fixtures, non accessible egress routes to exterior 
public right of ways / sidewalks, lack of powered ADA door actuators, and lack of compliant elements 
(including, but not limited to, lockers, counter tops, storage, shower / bath hardware). Signage was also 
observed to be noncompliant and missing in some cases. Signs (wayfinding and room specific) were 
observed without braille lettering and mounted incorrectly adjacent to doors and space entries.  
 
The surrounding exterior public walks appear to be in good condition, with no major heaving or trip 
hazards. The facility has adequate accessible parking provisions at the main facility entry.  A number of 
emergency exits out of the facility require the use of either stairwells from the basement levels, or 2-3 
steps from raised slabs to get to grade level. Exterior door hardware appeared to be compliant with 
appropriately timed door closers and panic hardware at exits observed.  
 
A large portion of program elements were located on lower and upper levels from grade, with a single 
elevator only serving a portion of the facility. Though the locker rooms and pool area were accessible using 
the elevator, other lower-level areas with public facilities and programs are not.  
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Both Locker Rooms and Toilet Room facilities were observed to be largely non-compliant. Locker rooms 
had some elements in place for accessible showers, but lacked appropriately sized compartments, shower 
heads and wands mounted at accessible heights, and most showers were accessed over a raised, tiled 
curb making the area difficult to access. No lockers were visibly labeled or considered accessible lockers, 
and clearances around permanently affixed benches were inadequate.  
 
Toilet Room facilities were not appropriately sized for accessible standards. Sinks regularly impeded on 
the required clear space for the water closet. Toilet accessories, such as grab bars and paper towel / toilet 
paper dispensers, were not located at accessible heights / reach ranges. Lastly, in most instances, the 
existing block wall structure did not provide appropriate clearances for door swings, fixtures, etc. This will 
be difficult to remedy due to the nature of the block wall construction.  
 
Employee work areas were observed to also mostly be in non-compliance with accessible standards. Work 
counters were observed to be too low or too high in some instances, and clear leg room beneath was 
observed to be not present in some cases. Employee work areas were also observed to not have adequate 
accessible door and floor space clearances, though these areas may be easier to remedy due to the 
observed framed wall construction.  

 
2.2 Architectural Systems Assessment

2.3 Life Safety and Security Assessment 
 
Overall, the building’s life safety devices and equipment are in place and appear to be in operating 
condition. The facility has the following systems in place: 
 
 Illuminated exit signs at established exit doors 
 Fire alarm system consisting of wall strobes and pull stations 
 Smoke detection system (additional research needed to verify hard wired with battery back-up) 
 Emergency lights (wall packs) 
 Wall-mounted fire extinguishers  
 Exit doors with panic hardware 
 
Some of the life safety devices, such as emergency lights, were being blocked by operational equipment 
(wall mounted fan in locker room blocking wall pack). These locations should be verified to ensure proper 
operation. In addition, additional illuminated exit signs should be added to enhance the path of travel in the 
corridors.  
 
Not all public corridors provide the required two means of egress out of the building. A few rooms (the 
main fitness room and the basement weight room) do not have adequate exits. A full exiting plan will be 
provided as part of the test fit for the renovated facility.  
 
A fire suppression system (sprinklers) is only evident in a portion of the building. A full assessment by a 
licensed fire protection contractor should be performed to test proper operation of the existing system. A 
determination of the requirement for a fully-sprinklered building will be conducted after the test fit is 
completed for the renovated facility.  
 
A security system was not observed. No exterior cameras or door card readers are in place. It would be 
recommended to add a monitored security system at the building entrances and rear doors to endure a 
secure facility.  
 
Further investigation is required to determine the existing construction type (fire rating) of the existing 
stairs which connect the basement to the second floor. Current building code may require these stairs to 
be 1-hour rated construction. This assessment was done by visual means only.
